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2009 Wirth Cup

Tournament Format:

Five Individual stroke play events – May 9, May 31, July 6, August 1, September 13.

Each event is conducted in three classes:

A Class (Handicaps 0-7) – One Gross and Two Net prizes

B Class (Handicaps 8-16) – Three Net prizes

C Class (Handicaps 17 and up) – Three Net prizes

Points are awarded in each class as follows:

For the first four events - 1st – 25, 2nd – 15, 3rd – 10, 4th – 5, 5th – 3.

In the Finals on September 13 points are double. Class A points are based on gross scores, Class B and C points are based on Net scores. In the case of ties, points are divided.

Prizes for the Wirth Cup are as follows: Top three cumulative point earners in each class will receive prizes. In the case of a tie for first place, it will be broken with an on course playoff. Winner of each class receives a cup. Prize money for the Cup payouts comes from club funds (approximately $360 total, $120 per flight).

Players will establish the class in which they will compete in the first Wirth Cup event. If a player opts to compete in the class into which they have moved, they forfeit points earned in the previous class.
